Dr. King was scheduled to speak at the

March on Washington for four minutes. He spoke

for sixteen, mostly impromptu.

        Afterwards, George Raveling, a bodyguard for

                                        Dr. King, asked for the written

                                        speech afterward. Dr. King

                                        handed it to him. Raveling

                                        placed it in a book, where it

                                        remained for 20 years. Today,

                                        the original speech is housed

                                        at Villanova University and is

                                        Museum of African American 

on loan to the Smithsonian’s National 

History and Culture.

          Malala Yousafzai is the youngest Nobel Peace

Prize laureate and a fearless education activist for

women and children. In Pakistan, when the Taliban

banned girls from attending school, Malala took a

stand.  At age 15, she was targeted when a Taliban

gunman boarded her school bus and shot her in the

head. She survived, and turned resistance into a

global movement, amplifying the simple truth that

education is a human right. Today, she stands as

one of Pakistan’s most prominent voices for change,

vision, and global impact; proof that one voice can

move the needle. This March, for Women’s History

Month we celebrate Malala, and the courage,

leadership, and strength of women, globally.
